My Best Christmas ...

The Christmas party was over.
Several of the men were sitting at a table reminiscing about 

the Christmas days of their childhood. The conversa-
tion turned to the best Christmas of their lives. As they 
went around the table, they noticed one man hadn’t said 
anything.

my Dad about it a month or so before Christmas. You 
know, I made all the same kid promises. I would be good. I 
would do my chores. I wouldn’t ask for anything else again.

“Three days before Christmas he took me to the carts. 
There was this area where all the small merchants keep 

their street carts. They would undersell the stores and you 
could get a good buy.

We 
tramped to nearly every cart and him showing me some 

toy car or toy gun, and me refusing it. I never thought that 
he didn’t have the money to buy a chemistry set. Finally, he 

said, we better go home and come back the next day.”

“All the way home, I pouted and whined about the chem-
istry set. I repeated the promises. I said I didn’t care if I 

never got another present. I had to have that chemistry set. 
I know now that my Dad felt guilty about being able to give 
me more. He probably thought he was a failure as a Father 
and I think he blamed himself for my mother’s death. As 

we were walking up the stairs, he told me, that he would see 
what he could do about getting me the chemistry set. That 

night I couldn’t even sleep. I could see myself inventing 
some new material. I could see the New York Times.. ‘Boy 

wins Nobel Prize!”

“The next day after work, my Dad took me back to the 
carts. On the way, I remember, he bought a loaf of bread, 

he was carrying it under his arm. We came to first cart and 
he told me to pick out the set I wanted. They were all alike, 
but I went through them, like I was choosing a diamond. I 
found the right one and I almost yelled. ‘This one..Dad!’”

“I can still see him, reaching into his pant’s pocket, to get 
the money. As he pulled the two dollars out, one fluttered 
to the ground, he bent over to pick it up and as he did, the 
chain fell out of his vest. The chain swung back and forth. 
‘No watch.’ In a flash, I realized that my Dad had sold his 
watch. He sold his most precious possession to buy me a 

chemistry set. He sold his watch, the last thing my mother 
had given him, to buy me a chemistry set.”

“I grabbed his arms and I yelled, ‘No.’ I had never grabbed 
my Dad before and I certainly had never yelled at him. I 

can see him, looking at me, a strange look on his face. ‘No, 
Dad, you don’t have to buy me anything.’ The tears were 

burning in my eyes. ‘Dad, I know you love me.’ We walked 
away from the cart and I remember my Dad holding my 

hand all the way home.”

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• On Jan. 18, 1803, in a secret message to Con-
gress, President Thomas Jefferson requests 
funding for the Lewis and Clark expedition to 
explore the mysterious Far West and perhaps 
find a Northwest Passage to the Pacific. Jefferson 
officially asked Congress for $2,500, though some 
sources indicate the expedition ultimately cost 
closer to $50,000.

• On Jan. 14, 1875, theologian, musician, philoso-
pher and Nobel Prize-winning physician Albert 
Schweitzer is born in Upper-Alsace, Germany. 
Schweitzer’s philosophy revolved around what 
he called “reverence for life,” the idea that all life 
must be respected and loved.

• On Jan. 19, 1883, two steamers, the Cimbria and 
the Sultan, collide in heavy fog in the North Sea, 
resulting in the deaths of 357 people. For those 
who did not make it into a lifeboat, the cold water 
was deadly. Hypothermia and drowning claimed 
hundreds of lives within minutes.

• On Jan. 16, 1942, actress Carole Lombard, 
famous for her roles in screwball comedies such as 
“My Man Godfrey” and for her marriage to actor 
Clark Gable, is killed when the TWA DC-3 plane 
she is traveling in crashes en route from Las Vegas 
to Los Angeles.

• On Jan. 15, 1951, Ilse Koch, wife of the com-
mandant of the Buchenwald concentration camp, 
is sentenced to life imprisonment in a court in 
West Germany for her extraordinary sadism. The 
“Witch of Buchenwald” collected lampshades, 
book covers and gloves made from the skin of tat-
tooed camp prisoners.

• On Jan. 17, 1966, an American B-52 bomber 
collides with a KC-135 jet tanker over Spain’s 
Mediterranean coast, dropping three 70-kiloton 
hydrogen bombs near the town of Palomares and 
another into the sea. The U.S. eventually settled 
some 500 claims by residents whose health was 
adversely affected.

• On Jan. 20, 1980, President Jimmy Carter pro-
poses that the 1980 Summer Olympics be moved 
from the planned host city, Moscow, if the Soviet 
Union failed to withdraw its troops from Afghani-
stan within a month. The United States was one of 
some 60 countries that eventually boycotted the 
Moscow Olympics.
